As a platform for her own talents, DJ Diss Miss supplied the crowds with mash ups and blends of all the latest Hip Hop and old skool classics and soon became reputed as an innovative and consistant Hip Hop party DJ. Diss Miss has supported the likes of Questlove, Jazzy Jeff, Est'elle, Jehst, Lewis Parker DJ Q and MC Bones, Skitz, DJ MK, Black Grass, and Annie Mac. Alongside another well known Bristol DJ 'Queen Bee' she also promoted a club night called 'Girl Wonder' that has ran monthly over the past four years. Diss Miss has developed her musical tastes and now incorporates Dubstep, Bassline, Grime and Bashment and more into her repertoire. Recently she has been busy in the studio working alongside her production partner and fellow crew member, the legendary DNB DJ 'Dazee', together they are producing backing tracks for the MCs and singers in the crew, and will be unleashing the sounds of the 'Dutty Bass' on the masses very, very soon!!
MC Kash Honey
Kash Honey is a chrysalis of Hip Hop talent and skill, who explodes with lyrically inspiring and challenging beats at all Dutty Girl nights. Kash Honey is renowned across Bristol and the South West for writing and spitting lyrics which represent her own vivid situations in life which appeal to a multitude of fans. Dazee’s vast commercial success has spanned Radio 1, BBC 1Xtra, VH1, HTV Sounds of the West and ITV, tapping into Siren Records where Dazee featured on several mix albums. Despite an ever growing schedule of gigs and studio projects (producing), Dazee also finds time to teach music technology and radio production at various youth projects and media centres across Bristol.

SafeSoul has played many nights across Bristol, including; Rukus, Signal, Ambush, 3rd Rail, Ruffneck Diskotek, Girl Wonder, Unity, Hip Hop Lounge and lots more. SafeSoul concentrates of mixing a combination of bassline, Hip Hop, Dubstep, Grime and Garage and if you’re lucky, sometimes even Electro. 
MC and Singer Sarah B
